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All abstracts must be written in English (use either the British or American version, but not a mixture of both). When writing abstracts, use the Word template. Russian-speaking authors, along with an English version, must submit the text in Russian.

Each abstract must not exceed two pages including text, figures, tables, acknowledgments, references, etc. Use the formatting of paragraphs and page layout of this template.

The authors (initials or first names before surnames) are followed by a footnote number (1,2,3...) referring to the affiliation(s) and the respective address(es). The presenting author's name should be underlined. Mark the corresponding author with an asterisk (*). On the next lines, the affiliation, city, and country which are preceded by a footnote number referring to the respective author(s)’ name(s) should be indicated; each organization is written on a new line. If an author is affiliated with more than one organization, each affiliation should be indicated by 1,2, etc. The corresponding author’s email address is indicated on the next line. 

The main text preferably should not be divided into sections. Each paragraph should be indented by 1 cm from the margin. All figures (in *.pdf, *.eps, *.ps, *.tiff, *.jpg, *.jpeg, *.png formats; referred to as: Fig. 1, Fig. 2, ...) should be inserted in the text and must also be uploaded as separate files. The image resolution must be at least 300 dpi.
